MONDAY - CALLED TO SERVE

“Come follow me” Jesus said “and | will make you fishers of men.” At once they left
their nets and followed him. Matthew 4:19,20

Jesus invites all of us to follow him: to repent of our sins and receive his gracious
salvation.

We give particular thanks for all clergy who make a full commitment to their ministry.
